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Poverty Incidence

Like other urban centers, the City has not been spared from the problem of urban poverty. As of

year 2000, National Economic Development Authority has set the potertghold for 2000 in the
Southern Tagalog Region wherein the City is located at Bl%.67 Based on this information, the
estimated City household income poverty ratio or the total number of households below the income
poverty line over total number diouseholds was at least 30.15%. These included the informal settlers

living along the riverbanks, coastal areas, and privately owned lots, and government employees whose

household incomes were below the income poverty lillaey were characterized as demkmce on

cash for purchases of essential goods and services, employment insecurity or casual work, unskilled

wage labor or lack of qualifications to get wedlid jobs, inability to hold a job due to bad health, and
lack of access to job opportunitieShs was brought about by lack of adequate employment and
livelihood opportunities since the City, being principally reliant in agriculture, has a limited economic

base.
